List of key accomplishments for 2005-06, organized around the 3 charges to CCFIT from Provost Hinshaw and Vice Provost IET Yellowlees.
1. Coordinate the discussion and exploration of information technology ideas, issues, and activities with Council members who represent a variety of units and groups at UC Davis.
· Dedicated time and effort to increase  campus input and participation in Council discussions/activities

· Worked with key segments of the campus community to identify issues of interest (ASUCD, GSA, Academic Senate, Academic Federation, Senior Advisors, UCDHS, professional schools, etc.) 

· Increased dialog between campus constituencies and ‘owners’ of campus information systems, particularly:

· Effort reporting
2. Review information and educational technology proposals and plans, and develop recommendations to be shared with all appropriate parties. Recommend own proposals and plans, as needed.

· Continued discussion for development of Online Course Approval System
